Six OP Host Members Attend Lions

International Convention in Boston

President Ken Collyard, Secretary Carole Collyard, Treasurer Roger Claxton, Immediate Past President Mae Claxton, Vice District Governor Neal Nichols, and Lion Beverly Nichols attended the 89th Lions Club International Convention in Boston, Massachusetts.  The convention began on June 30 and ran through July 4. 

Approximately 20,000 Lions and guests from throughout the world were present, between 4000 and 5000 of them official voting delegates.

Jimmy Ross, Texas, took office as International President at the closing session on July 4.  He addressed the convention, calling on Lions worldwide to focus on the positive aspects of our Association and its work.  “I don’t want to hear another negative comment,” he warned, whether it is something like “Oh, the young people won’t join,” or “we can’t raise the money,” or similar gripes.

He promised to start fifteen more new clubs himself this year.  “I won’t ask you to do anything that I myself am not willing to do,” he said.  (President Ross has already started more than 200 clubs, most of them in Texas communities.)

President Ross’ theme this year is “We Serve.”  He outlined new ways that Lions can help meet community needs.

 “When a disaster strikes anywhere,” President Ross said, referring to floods, tornados, hurricanes, and earthquakes, “Lions will be there the next morning fixing breakfast!”  His idea is that not only will Lions be serving, but they’ll get more and better public recognition from news media. More International Convention Notes . . .
Past International Director (PID) Al Blandel of New York was elected 2nd International Vice President following a vigorous and spirited campaign against PID Dennis Tichenor of Oregon.

Seven new International Directors (ID) from the United States were elected along with several others from different countries.  (IDs are elected from geographical areas known as “Constitutional Ar​eas.”)

Six constitutional amendments were approved by the Convention.  One of them will limit the amount of service Lions International will provide to “transitional districts” (district that have less than 35 clubs and 1250 members).  Under other amendments, such districts cannot nominate candidates for International Second Vice President or International Directors.
A fourth amendment provides for a “family-friendly” dues structure.  The first member of a family who becomes (or is already) a Lion pays International dues in full.  The spouse and/or qualifying (e.g., meeting minimum age requirements) other members of the same household (up to a total of four) can join with no registration or initiation fees to International and pay only one-half the International dues each year they remain members.
Additional details on family-friendly structure and how the Overland Park Host Club will adapt to it will be available after the Board of Directors has acted.

Directors Approve Service Project

To Help Heart-to-Heart International

The Board of Directors approved a new year-long service project in which ALL members can take part easily.

We will assemble packages of basic emergency supplies on behalf Heart-to-Heart International.  Heart-to-Heart will store these “care kits” and distribute them to victims of disasters as need arises.

Here’s how the project works: each month every OP Host Lion will provide an item for the “care kits.”  On July 22, bring TWO 1-GALLON ZIPLOC BAGS to the meeting.  Every month through May, 2007, bring another item according to the schedule below.
August: one new wash cloth.

September: one new hand towel.

October: one individually wrapped bar of soap.

November: one plastic travel size soap dish.

December: ten Band-Aids (3/4” width).

January: one wide-tooth comb.

February: one small bottle of shampoo.

March: one new, individually wrapped toothbrush.

April: one travel-size tube of toothpaste

May: one crisp new one-dollar bill (to offset shipping costs).
June: (Work Party, see next paragraph.)
In June, we will have a work party.  Collected items will be placed inside the ZipLoc bags.  The completed “care kits” will be crated and delivered to Heart to Heart.

Tail Twister Lion Ron Bloome will help you “remember.”  At the second meeting of each month he will have a supply of that month’s items for the “forgetful.”  For only a nominal fine, you can “buy” an item to fulfill your part in the project.  HINT: it will be cheaper to bring an item than to “buy” it, according to Lion Ron.
