Anniversary Fund Grows By Another $1900
With Pasta Supper/Silent Auction, Garage Sale
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The dessert table before Pasta Supper festivities began on the evening of October 14..  It was nearly empty at evening’s end, but the cash box was nearly overflowing!  Dessert sales almost equaled the amount raised in ticket sales for the meal.
What is now hoped to become an annual affair, our first-ever Pasta Supper and Silent Auction on October 14, was a real success.  Approximately $900 was raised in the silent auction and another $500 profit was made from the sale of dinner tickets and desserts.

All items for sale in the silent auction were donated by club members, relatives, and friends.  There were about 70 items available for adult bidding and another twelve for young children.
Desserts priced at $1.50 each were all donated, mainly by the ladies of our club, and were sold separately from the pasta supper tickets ($5 for adults, $3 for kids).  

A crowd of between 80 and 100 persons was in attendance.  The 50th-Anniversary Planning Team was very pleased with the turnout and the financial results.  Perhaps even more important, however, was that the evening was basically a club and family social.  Several spouses, children, grandchildren—even great-grandchildren—attended.
The affair was held in the Fellowship Hall of the Indian Heights United Methodist Church, 103rd and Nall in Overland Park.  Lion Chuck Olsen, a member of that church, made the arrangements for us to use their facilities.

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Focus on Membership . . .

The Big Lion’s Message for November

Not too long ago, I had a mental awakening or vision regarding the difficulties of membership.  Perhaps the best way to describe it is through a parable.

When I was in my early 30s, I was an Analytical/Biochemist teaching in the Department of Entomology at Colorado State University.  I was the most popular professor there because of my industrial background.  All others professors had earned their PhDs and had gone directly into teaching.  I, however, had gone started in industry and developed a diverse background, including involvement in basic research.  I was able to relate my students’ professional goals to the outside world, not just academics.

I brought into the department analytical tools such as gas chromatographs and mass spectrometers.   I help design olfactometers, tools that are used to determine pesticide levels for insect control.

Talk about a paradigm shift!  We went from just a “ho-hum” department to become the talk of the University.

My point is this: I in my early 30s and my students in their late 20s clicked because we were both on the same platform level (to use a modern phrase).

In many cases today, we see that the younger generation doesn’t take much advice from their parents’ generation seriously.  The children generally have a lot more computer knowledge and often a higher level of education.  They probably think, “After all, our parents can’t run computers as well as we do; therefore their advice must be out of date, too!”  Young people these days seem to look to the older generation to console them, love them, and to be a source from which they can borrow money.

WOW!! What a vision, if this is true.

So . . . here we are . . . an older Lions Club now, a club with a vast amount of knowledge in many fields and a range of experiences that our children cannot even fathom.  If there is that much space between the younger generation and us, it’s not hard to see why they wouldn’t want to join Lions and participate in what we consider to be very successful projects.

Perhaps our club’s emphasis should be on either a branch club, utilizing their ideas for raising funds, or a new club (which would require 20 members or more).  A new club could include younger members—all pretty-much in the same age range—and they could formulate their own methods and projects for raising money.

In my classes I helped students relate their professional goals to the real world.  As Lions, we must find methods to help younger generations—boomers, X, Y, and “nexters”—learn how to serve from their “platform level.”  If we are open to change sufficiently to let them do things in ways that are new and different from what we always done, we might just find them willing to become Lions with us.
Jimmy Ross, president of Lions International for this year, has said that the older generation “can be and are an asset to Lions.”  A pronounced sense of our own innate being is to serve.  The elderly and the younger generation together are vast reservoirs of talent.

I hope we can brainstorm these and other ideas to develop ways of making a membership-growth program work.
